“New Academic Structure — Meeting Aspirations through Multiple Pathways”
Seminars for Parents of Students Studying in Secondary 6

The New Academic Structure (NAS) has been implemented since September 2009 and the first cohort of
S6 students will take the Hong Kong Diploma of Secondary Education (HKDSE) Examination in this academic
year. To help parents better understand the multiple pathways for students under the NAS, the Education
Bureau (EDB) is going to hold four identical Parents’ Seminars in October 2011 (three will be conducted in
Cantonese and one will be in English). The seminars are targeted at parents of S6 students, but students can
also come along with their parents. The seminars will focus on the international recognition of the HKDSE, the
arrangements on the HKDSE Examination, multiple pathways (including tertiary education opportunities), NAS
and human resources.

Parents who wish to attend the captioned seminars are required to enrol individually and bring along the
confirmation slips issued by EDB to the seminar.
